Gov. Lynch Signs Transportation Bill Promoting Blind Pedestrian Safety

At a ceremonial signing at the State House on July 23, Governor John H. Lynch signed House Bill 211 into law. This bill requires the De­part­ment of Safety to inform licensees of laws relating to pedestrians who are blind and to examine first-time driver’s license applicants on such laws. 

This legislative effort was sponsored by Representative Steve Shurtleff of Concord and headed up by New Hampshire Association for the Blind’s Advocacy Committee in collaboration with the New Hampshire Division of Motor Vehicles, Department of Transportation and the Departments of Education and Safety. 

In New Hampshire there are close to 650 individuals who use white canes or guide dogs when traveling about their communities. These pedestrians are sharing the roadways in congested cities as well as rural communities throughout the state. This landmark legislation, combined with increased public awareness, will help keep these pedestrians safe.

Following the signing, Michelle Arruda, Chair of the New Hampshire Association for the Blind’s Advocacy Committee said, “Most drivers are unaware of the law requiring drivers to come to a complete stop whenever a person who using a guide dog or carrying a white cane is attempting to cross a roadway. The signing of House Bill 211 will ensure that drivers will be well informed.”

Amy Nichols CPA, a Dog Guide user and member of the Board of Directors of the New Hampshire Association for the Blind stated “Public education on this new law is needed to ensure the safe travel of pedestrians who are blind living in New Hampshire. The law requiring drivers to come to a complete stop is not routinely used by law enforcement; consequently many officers are unfamiliar with it.”

Up for Reaccreditation

The National Accreditation Council for Agencies Serving the Blind (NAC) is the accrediting body that establishes standards for agencies and schools providing rehabilitation services and programs to people who are blind. NAC was established in the late 1960’s and the New Hampshire Association for the Blind has been continuously accredited by NAC since 1973.

As the Association is an all-New Hampshire organization, not affiliated by any national agency, accreditation is fundamentally a system of voluntary self- regulation, based on the philosophy that the accrediting process is a constructive experience which produces improved quality and effectiveness of service.

A six-month reaccreditation Self-Study was carried out this past year which involved clients, volunteers, members of the Board and Staff, and other agency representatives. Over sixty people served on committees and over 30 meetings were held to examine all aspects of the Association’s operations and services.

The Association was visited by the NAC On-Site Peer Review Team in early June. The team spent four days interviewing staff, clients and volunteers and wrote a detailed report to the NAC Board. The decision to reaccredit the Association will be made by the NAC Board in December.

“Making Life Easier”

Have you ever wondered how a person who is blind enjoys a favorite book or magazine, or how they read their medical prescriptions or safety instructions? Think of the piles of mail you receive every week at your home. It’s difficult enough for sighted people to sift through it all but can you imagine the struggle it must be for a person who is blind?

At the New Hampshire Association for the Blind, we have a special volunteer who has been making life a lot easier for so many people who are living without their sight. His name is Don Nelson. Don, who lives in Jaffrey with his wife Jean, has been a Recording Studio Volunteer for seven years. He provides narration and recording of printed text so that people who are blind and visually impaired will be able to receive and process information that sighted people read every day.

At the Recording Studio, located at the McGreal Sight Center, many printed documents are produced in “alternate format” for clients and businesses. Don is one of the volunteers who “makes this happen.” 

Recording Studio volunteers create alternative format materials for our clients thereby allowing them to listen to ideas, think about options, mull over information and make informed personal decisions about their health care. This volunteer work is often indirect, people know Don through his voice, but that voice brings them dignity and independence. It is invaluable. 

Amplification, diction, enthusiasm and an easiness of listening are important qualities for a Recording Studio Volunteer. According to Lynne Saltonstall, former Volunteer Coordinator, “With Don’s vast experience in radio and his deep voice, he certainly met all of the criteria when I recruited him in September of 2002”.

Eye Safety for Children

 ‑Avoid toys with sharp or rigid points, shafts, spikes, rods, and dangerous edges. 

 ‑Keep toys intended for older children away from younger children.

 ‑Avoid flying toys and projectile-firing toys; these pose a danger to all children, particularly those under five years old. 

 ‑Be aware of items in playgrounds and play areas that pose potential eye hazards.

 ‑Keep BB guns away from kids. 

 ‑Use occupant restraints such as infant and child safety seats, booster seats, safety belts, and shoulder harnesses in cars.

When You Meet A Blind Person

DO — Treat us as individuals. 

DON’T — Shout when you speak to us. We can’t see, but our hearing is fine!

DO — Touch us on the arm or use our names when addressing us. This lets us know you are speaking to us and not someone else in the room.

DON’T — Pet or distract our dog guides. They are not pets. They are working companions on whom we depend.

DO — Give specific directions like “the book is five feet to your right” instead of saying “the book is over there.”

DON’T — Be afraid to use words like “blind” or “see.” Our eyes may not work but it is still nice to see you!

DO — Say your name as you approach and talk with us.
